Directions from North: Detour! The bridge between Black 
Diamond and Enumclaw is closed for repair. Going south on 
SR 169 turn left on Lawson St. (see map) at the Cenex Gas 
Station, follow road across the Green River Gorge bridge until it 
turns into Enumclaw-Franklin Road. CRB will be in your left. Go 
through gate and follow the road to the right and up the small 
hill to another gate. Club is just a short distance beyond this 
gate. 

Directions From South: From Enumclaw go North on SR 
169 to the Enumclaw-Franklin road and turn right. Go about 1 
mile to the CRB gate on right. Go through gate and follow the 
road up the small hill and to the right. Club is about 10th of a 
mile beyond the gate.
